Many national brands, including First
National Stores, A & P Super Markets, S.S. Pierce,
Underwood Typewriters, The Book of Knowledge,
and F.W. Woolworth, placed advertisements in the
50th Anniversary Book. Several major Boston
establishments also gave their support: Statler Hotel;
Copley-Plaza  Hotel; Purdy and Company,
photographers; The Somerset, a distinguished hotel;
John Donnelly and Sons, outdoor advertising; and M.
Steinert and Sons, piano sales.

Other ads were for local stores and services:
Newton Buick Company; Concannon Hat Shop;
North Star Valet Service, Edward Nahabedian,
proprietor; Francis Sheehan, piano tuner; Bernard
Burke, Druggist; Joe Lee Laundry; Carlton Stanley,
Violins; A.J. Rochette Radio Service; Charles Dolan
and son, Fur Stylists; Kerrigan Bros Texaco Station;
Chandler and Son Hardware; Galvin& Taxi Service;
The Flower Bouquet (Jane Murphy); and Alice M.
Waters, teacher of Elocution. Remember?
